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Abstract. The instruction gives you guidelines how to pre​pare and submit papers for WZEE 2013. Use this document as a tem​plate if you are using Microsoft Word. In the abstract put a short, but clear and understandable description of re​sults ga​​i​​ned during your research. Do not cite references in the ab​stract. Do not delete the blank line immediately above the ab​stract; it sets the footnote at the bottom of this column. 

Keywords: Write here key words in alphabetical order, se​parated by commas.

I. Introduction

T
HE purpose of the introduction is to present back​ground information for the work with literature re​fe​rences, and also to outline the organization of the paper. In section II the requirements for the format of the papers are discussed. 

This document is a template for Microsoft Word; it also available at http://2013.wzee.pl, so you can use it to prepare your manuscript. 
Papers submitted for WZEE 2013 could include both re​view and scientific articles, containing original research or theoretical results of investigations interested and/or im​portant for a broad group of researchers involved in the areas specified in the tracks of the WZEE-Conference. The authors are welcome to submit the articles comprising the applications of theo​re​tical methods in solving specific engineering problems, pre​sentations of new equipment and systems, results of ex​perimental research, new realizations of known solutions, etc.

The authors are requested to submit only those papers whose contents have not been notified, published or in any other way presented at any time prior to the Conference. The papers should contain original scientific or applied results of authors themselves. The results included should in no way violate the rights of other authors or orga​ni​za​tions. Although all papers will be reviewed, the authors themselves are responsible for the publishing rights, ori​ginality and quality of their papers.

The presentation of results of other authors or insti​tutions, without a personal contribution or participation, as well as survey papers or tutorials, may be offered by par​ticipants for acceptance or can be invited by the Pro​g​ram Committee. In such a case it is obligatory for the authors to obtain all the necessary permissions and to clearly state all the sources used. 

Papers should be written and presented in English. Each participant can be represented at most three times, either as author or as co-author of an original paper. The papers will be accepted for reviewing if they are: (a) received on time, and (b) prepared strictly in accordance with the ins​truc​tion for authors. The same rules must be obeyed in paper sub​mission for the review process, and for camera-ready version. The instruction is meant to be taken literally for the final paper submission, to ensure high quality of the proceedings.

The author’s papers sent for WZEE 2013 will be subject to reviewing. The anonymous reviewers are appointed by the Program Committee. After reviewing, the authors will be informed whether their papers are accepted or rejected. Only papers with a favorable review of the reviewers will be accepted for presentation during the Con​ference and published in the WZEE Proceedings, provided the re​gistration fee was paid. 
An accepted paper should be obligatory presented by its author or co-author; otherwise, it cannot be referenced as the paper published at the WZEE 2013. By submitting the paper, the authors declare their acceptance of WZEE -2013 rules listed in the instruction.

II. Paper Submission

Papers for the review process are submitted electroni​cally on-line with the web-server interface. Please follow the link Paper submission on the Conference home page 
http://2013.wzee.pl
In the submission process, you are requested to fill the form with contact person information, paper title, and names of all authors. Finally, the paper is uploaded in the PDF format. You will receive an e-mail noti​fication after the successful uploading of the paper. 

Deadline for the submission is 30 june, 2013. 
Preparation of Papers

A. Paper Format

Please strictly follow this specification when preparing the final version of the manuscript. Papers not complying with it (especially in layout geometry and typesetting) will not be included in the proceedings

B. Page layout

The paper should be composed using the A4 paper size (210 mm x 297 mm). The left and right margins should be 19 mm, while the top and bottom margins should be 20 mm. 

The paper should be set in two columns with 5 mm co​lumn separation. Please, equalize the length of the co​lumns on the last page.

Please respect the maximum number of pages (not more than 8 pages). Pages should be without page numbers.

C. Typesetting

All paragraphs should be indented 3.6 mm.

Times New Roman 10 pt font should be used for normal text in the body of the paper.  

D. Title and author name(s)

The paper title and the author names appear on the first page and should be set centered across the full page width. The title is set in 24 pt size. The author names appear be​low the title in 11 pt size, normal face. The required affiliation of the authors should follow the pattern given here. 

E. Abstract

The paper should start with an abstract giving a short overview on the discussed matter and the presented results. Abstract should be about 50 words. It should not exceed 15 lines. The abstract should be set in 9 pt font for abstract and 9 pt italic font for the word “Abstract.”

F. Section headings

Regular paper may be divided in a number of sections. Section titles (including references and acknowledgement) should be typed using Times New Roman 10 pt font in the Small caps option, centered. For numbering, use Roman numerals. 

The subsection headings appear in 10 pt italic font. They are aligned on the left of a column. Sections are numbered using Arabic numerals. Subsections are num​bered using A, B, C, … letters. 

G. Figures and tables

Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to the text where they are first referenced to. Figures should be numbered in the order of appearance in the paper using Arabic numerals. Figures should be positioned within a single column or they can span two columns. In the latter case they should be placed at the top of a page. Place figure captions below the figures; place table titles above the tables. The captions are centered within a co​lumn. If your figure has two parts, include the labels “(a)” and “(b)” as part of the artwork. Please verify that the figures and tables you mention in the text actually exist. Use the abbreviation “Fig.” even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not ab​b​reviate “Table.” Tables are numbered also with Arabic nu​merals. Table caption should be written using Times New Roman 9 pt small caps font.

III. Units

Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units. (SI units are strongly encouraged.) If you must use mixed units, clearly state the units for each quantity in an equation.

IV. Helpful Hints

A. References

A list of references should appear at the end of the paper as a separate unnumbered section. References should be listed in the order of appearance in the paper. Use square brackets for the reference list and when referring to re​ferences in the text. The sentence punctuation follows the brackets [2]. Multiple references [1], [2], [3] should be mentioned in a collective separate bracket, say [1–3]. Capitalize only the first word in a paper title. Please do not put commas between names and initials, and do not put periods after initials or abbreviations. The phrase “et al” should be used where there are more than three authors. A list of references must include only publications referred to in a text.
Please note that the references at the end of this document are in the preferred referencing style. The references section shows a sample reference list with entries for a book [1], a book chapter [2], journal articles [3-4], proceedings without editors [5] and with editors [6], as well as an URL [7-8]. Journal names should be abbreviated according to http://www.issn.org/2-22661-LTWA-online.php.

Papers that have been accepted for publication, but not yet specified for an issue should be cited as “in printing” [9]. 
If a cited reference is originally in e.g. Japanese, its title must be translated into English and information about the original foreign-language must be added at the end of the citation in parentheses, as in [10].

B. Equations

Equations are centered within columns. They may have a reference number placed on the right. The reference number should be enclosed in parentheses. For example
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Larger equation must be split in multiple lines.
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Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following. Italicize symbols (T might refer to temperature, but T is the unit tesla). Refer to “(1),” and at the beginning of a sentence “Equation (1) is ....”

C. Other Recommendations

Use one space after periods and colons. Hyphenate complex modifiers: “zero-field-cooled magnetization.” Use a zero before decimal points: “0.25,” not “.25.” When expressing a range of values, write “7 to 9” or “7-9.”

A parenthetical statement at the end of a sentence is punctuated outside of the closing parenthesis. 

Remember to check spelling. 

V. Conclusion

A conclusion section is not required. Although a conclusion may review the main points of the paper, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions. 

Appendix

Appendixes, if needed, appear before the acknow​led​gment.

Acknowledgment

Acknowledgments (if any) should appear as a separate non-numbered section before the list of references. Use the singular heading even if you have many acknowledgments.
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Financial support acknowledgments are placed in the unnumbered footnote on the first page. The given, middle and family name of the responsible author, as well as his e-mail and mailing address, phone and fax should be listed separately for the purpose of further communication. 


Paper titles should be written in uppercase and lowercase letters, not all uppercase. Full names of authors are preferred in the author field, but are not required. Put a space between authors' initials. 
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
